Research conducted in Australia by the Australian Institute of Criminology shows that older people are more likely to be victims of fraud than they are to be victims of assault, theft or robbery. With the rapid growth of aged population, awareness of crimes is very important. At the same time, there should also be awareness of the risk of different types of crime perpetrated against older people.  

This seminar will examine issues and preventive strategies that relate to the understanding of crimes committed against older people. In particular, the discussion part will focus on the comparability of Australian experiences to Hong Kong and the elements of preventive strategies in Hong Kong.

Dr. Adam Graycar from Australian Institute of Criminology, representative from Hong Kong Police Force, Solicitor and experienced social worker will be invited to discuss the issue.

Dr. Adam Graycar has been Director of the Australian Institute of Criminology since November 1994, a Federal Government agency whose task is to provide quality information and conduct policy oriented research, so as to inform government decisions that will contribute to the promotion of justice and the prevention of crime. 

He has had long experience in policy making, research and research management at the most senior levels in Australia. He has worked as an academic in Australia, and has held visiting professor posts at University of California, Berkeley, Yale University, and National University of Singapore. He has been head of various agencies within the government of South Australia, including appointment as Australia’s first Commissioner for the Ageing 1985-1990. 

He has two doctorates from the University of New South Wales, is a Fellow of the Australian Institute of Management, a Fellow of the Academy of Social Sciences in Australia, and is Adjunct/ Visiting Professor of Social Policy, University of Queensland, and University of Hong Kong. He is the author of numerous books and articles in Criminology and social policy and his latest book the Cambridge Handbook of Australian Criminology was published by Cambridge University Press, 2002.
