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The programme is recommended to law enforcement, judicial and clinical forensic professionals with an interest in understanding and applying new approaches in profiling.  This is a case and problem based learning format that maximises the involvement of all participants.  Topics include: 
1. Defining Crime Assessment and Profiling;
2. Socially Controlled Behavior and Predictability; 

3. Patterns of Sexual/Non-Sexual Violent Crimes; 
4. Child Cases;  
5. Criminal Risk Assessment

6. Security Screening. 
Participants also practice on case examples and will become familiar with current theories of Crime Scene Assessment and Criminal Personality Profiling. In addition the course will focus on behavioral evidence at crime scenes, the significance of fantasy, ritualism, fetishism and symbolism in crimes of passion and sexualized deceit and the importance relationships in the investigative process.

Instructors

Richard D. Walter, MA, retired after more than 22 years as a prison Psychologist for the Michigan Department of Corrections, directs Omega Crime Assessment Group.  From 1990-96, he was an Assistant Adjunct Professor for Criminal Justice at Michigan State University.  Presently, he is the Forensic Psychologist for the Department of Police and Public Safety at Michigan State University.  In addition, he is an international expert in crime assessment, profiling and risk evaluation.  Walter has consulted with various agencies and governments in the United States, Great Britain, Australia and Hong Kong.  He lectures to law enforcement and academic groups on murder subtypes and signature aspects of interpersonal violence.  He is the author and co-author of published and non-published articles relating to forensic casework..  He is a co-founder of the Vidocq Society.  By experience , the forensic services offered were acquired through academic, collegial and ‘hands on work’.  From a practical aspect, he has interviewed in excess of 22,000 felony prisoners.  Walter’s work has been featured in national and international print and film media.  Finally, his professional affiliations include the American Academy of Forensic Sciences (Fellow), Association of Police Surgeons (Honorary Member), and Parents of Murdered Children (National Board of Trustees) and other groups.

Wayne Sheppard currently is the Supervisor of the Criminal Investigation Assessment Unit consisting of 31 criminal investigators stationed across the State of Pennsylvania.  He is responsible for the coordination and investigation of psychosexual homicide, serial rape and other behaviour based crimes in Pennsylvania and provides case consultations as requested by federal, state, and local law enforcement authorities.  He has created and instituted various courses of instruction in death investigations for law enforcement in Pennsylvania and is currently involved in field research with the Federal Bureau of Investigation into serial homicide and child killers.  He has lectured at various colleges and universities on the investigation of violent crime.  He currently the vice-president of the Pennsylvania Homicide Investigators Association and serves on the Pennsylvania Attorney General’s Legal/Medial advisory Board on Elder Abuse.

Robert S. Stoud has been a member of the Pennsylvania State Police for the past eleven years.  Currently, he is an investigator with the Criminal Investigation Assessment Unit and actively works complex and cold cases.  Professionally, he gives in-service training programs related to investigative approaches, techniques, and interview strategies.  In the past, at Michigan State University, he lectured at a Homicide/Victim Conference, and also co-presented to graduate students in the Criminal Justice Program.  Presently, he is a requested guest lecturer at Pennsylvania State University,  He is a Member of the Vidocq Society.  Professionally, he is a member of the Pennsylvania Homicide Investigators Association and the International Homicide Investigators Association.  Finally, he is a member of a three country Child Death Reviews Board.
