Peter Young is Professor of Criminology at the University of Hull, which has one of the largest research active groups of criminologists in the UK. Before moving to Hull, he was Director of the Institute of Criminology, University College Dublin and worked previously at the University of Edinburgh for twenty six years becoming Head of the School of Law and Director of the Centre for Law and Society. His name is associated with research and publications in the sociology of punishment, including The Power to Punish (edited with D Garland), Crime and Criminal Justice in Scotland and Crime in Ireland. He has published also in the area of comparative crime rates and criminological theory. He has been on the editorial boards of the British Journal of Criminology, Punishment and Society, the Howard Journal and the Journal of Law and Society. With colleagues he is developing a programme of research and teaching into Evil.
